Saudi Customs: No Need to attach “Certificate of Origin” with the documents of custom
clearance for importers who import products that bear fixed un-removable indication of
origin.
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Saudi Customs announced that it has informed all its land, sea and air custom checkpoints
not to ask the importers to attach “Certificate of Origin” with the documents necessary for
custom clearance and that for all importers who import products and goods that bear fixed
un-removable indication of origin as per the nature of the goods.

Saudi Customs also stated that non-claim of “Certificate of Origin” concerns custom
clearance only, and the partners of Custom business from other parties have the right to
ask for “Certificate of Origin” directly from the importer, stating at the same time that the
attachment of the “Certificate of Origin” document will be limited to the imported
products for which it becomes impossible to prove their bearing of fixed un-removable

indication of origin.

In that context, Saudi Customs stated that to make use of the preferential treatment for the
purpose of enjoying custom exemption or reduction for incoming products that are
subject to international agreements, a “Certificate of Origin” shall be submitted as per the

forms and conditions stated on those international agreements. In case a “Certificate of
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shall be collected. Excluded from this GCC products for which the previous applied

measures of exemption shall continue.

It is worthy 1o note that Saudi Customs has recently reduced the number of documents
necessary for custom clearance to three documents as per the new measures instead of
twelve documents in the past. The documents necessary for finalization of export
procedures have been reduced to three documents. This comes as furtherance te the
facilities provided by Saudi Customs for all its import and export customers that aims to
the promotion of Custom job to case and facilitate the phases of the custom process, and
to comply with the Kingdom’s 2030 vision of which is the continuous strive for the

Kingdom to become a logistic platform that competes in the international arena.
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
